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As children get older, with lots of other activities competing for their time, how can you encourage them to
make time for reading?

Here are some of our ideas:

Read gourseLﬂ It doesn't matter what it s - chk up a newspaper or magazine, take a look at a cookerg book,
read a computer manual, enjoy some poetry or dive into a romance or detective novel. And get your children to

joln in - Lf gou're cookmg, could ’cheg read the reche? If gou're wqtchmg TV, can Jcheg read out the L‘Ls’cmgs?

Give books as presents. And encourage your children and their friends to swap books with each other - itll give
them a chance to read new stories, and get them all talking about what theyre reading.

Visit the local library together. It's always fun choosing new books to read, and keep an eye out for special
author events at the L'Lbrarg or local bookshops - children love meeting their favourL’ce authors. JacqueLLne
Wilson and An’chong Horowitz alwags have signing queues that are miles Lormg!

Encourage children to carry a book at all times. That way, theyll never be bored (this is something you can do,

tool)
Have a family bookshelf. If you can, have bookshelves in your children’s bedrooms, too.

Keep readmg Jcogejcher. Just because your children are older, it doesnt mean you have to stop sharmg stories -

perhaps you could try the Harrg Potter series or A Series of Unforfunafe Events.

Don't pantc f your child reads the same book over and over again.

PE NON-PARTICIPATION

Physical Education is highly important for the mental and physical well-being of our children.

Pupils should participate in PE lessons unless there is a suitable reason. School must be notified and
provided with information as to why the child is unable to take part. This helps us assess which appropriate
role they may take in the lesson. Although the pupil may be unable to participate practically in the lesson,

this does not mean that ’cheg are unable to be a part of the wider Leammg experience. This will also ensure
that children are better prepared to re-join lessons when able.

Dependmg on the reason for non-participation the pupLLs could be asked to:

Act as a coach/leader for a group.
Provide peer assessment (bemg a critical erend).

Act as an ofchLaL

Create questions to ask the group to assess other pupils knowledge.
